We explicitly teach, and model, appropriate social skills to our
children and encourage and reward them for ‘doing the right thing’. We also help those students who need a
little extra support in following simple rules. All of our children have a right to a safe school environment
where they can learn without having to endure the disruptions caused by others who choose not to behave
appropriately. We have lovely kids who are kind and thoughtful of others at our school. They respect their
teachers and each other and thrive in their classrooms and the playground. Occasionally students will bring
behaviours to school that are not acceptable and there needs to be consequences for this.

School Fees

Our school fees are only $40 per year, per child! Thank you to all the families who have, or will, pay their fees
this year. School fees go toward purchasing text books, class books, stationery and art supplies, computer
program licences etc that all children use at schoql. Last year we had just over half of our families pay their
school fees.
